HYMN NOTES
Isaac Watts was born the eldest of nine children in Southampton, England to a family of Nonconformists in 1674. His father was familiar with jail cells because of his Dissenting views, and taught his son the truths of Scripture from an early age. Watts had a propensity for languages (he began learning Latin at the age of four) and purportedly was disciplined for laughing during family worship as a child, and explained that he was watching a mouse run up a rope and quipped, “A mouse for want of better stairs, ran up a rope to say his prayers.” From that humble beginning he went on to write over 700 hymns. Known as the “father of English hymnody,” one of his most acclaimed achievements was the rewriting of Psalms for singing in rhyming English verse. His desire, he said, was to give “an evangelical turn to the Hebrew sense” of the Psalms. (Rankin File)  The hymn we will sing this morning, How Sweet and Awesome Is the Place, is one of Watts’ finest in reflecting the sovereign grace of God in the salvation of sinners.
