Hymn  Notes

Our final hymn, When I Survey the Wondrous Cross was written by Isaac Watts in 1707. This is one of around 750 written by Watts, including Joy to the World, Jesus Shall Reign Where’ere the Sun, and O God Our Help in Ages Past. Watts’ father was a “nonconformist” who was jailed several times for challenging the excesses of the Church of England. Watts continued that tradition of fighting for the truths of the Reformation throughout his life. He argued that the Psalms should be “imitated in the language of the New Testament” in hymns for corporate worship. Much like the Psalms of David, this hymn is written in the first person and rich with imagery. Notice how Watts reflects on the work of Christ (v.3 “See from his head, his hands, his feet, sorrow and love flow mingled down”) and our proper response (“love so amazing, so divine, demands my soul, my life my all”).
