HYMN NOTES: “What Wondrous Love Is This”


This hymn is completely American in origin and a true gem. Although this hymn is considered anonymous, we do know it came from the Appalachian Mountains several generations ago. It was written down by William Walker as he traveled through Appalachia in the early 1800's and he included it in his musical composition book The Southern Harmony and Musical Companion - 1835. The Appalachian Mountains were settled by a majority of Scottish and Irish immigrants back when America was young. It is well known that the Scots and Irish have a special attachment or "ken" to music - their Celtic melodies are some of the finest in the world. In this hymn, we see the power Celtic music has to reach down into the depths of our souls and bring a heart to tearful yearning... It's fleeting and haunting melody awakens our hearts and minds until we can feel only the inner stirrings of our spirit as it is called forth to meet our dearest Love...Christ Himself.�
