HYMN NOTES: “He Leadeth Me”


The gospel hymn "He Leadeth Me" was written by Joseph Gilmore on March 26, 1862. From an account of the author himself, he had been speaking at the Wednesday evening service of the First Baptist Church in Philadelphia, Corner of Broad and Arch Streets, about the 23rd Psalm, and he was impressed with the blessedness of being led by God. At the close of the service they adjourned to Deacon Watson's pleasant home where they were being entertained. During their conversation the blessedness of God's leading grew upon Gilmore that he took out his pencil, wrote the hymn just as it stands today, handed it to his wife, and thought no more of it. Without Gilmore's knowledge, his wife sent it to the Watchman and Reflector magazine, and there it first appeared in print.
