HYMN NOTES: “Come, Thou Almighty King” 


The author of this great hymn is anonymous.  Some believe that it was written by Charles Wesley, but there is no evidence to support his authorship.  It first appeared in George Whitefield’s Collection of Hymns for Social Worship (1757).  This hymn was beloved during the American Revolutionary War.  In one instance, a congregation of patriotic colonists in Long Island was at worship one morning.  The service was interrupted by a company of Hessian troops.  The commander of the troops stalked up and down the aisle commanding the people to sing “God Save the King.”  In defiance, they sang this hymn about King Jesus: “Come, Thou Almighty King.”  There is only one head of the church:  Jesus Christ alone.
