Hymn  Notes

Our final hymn today, May the Mind of Christ My Savior, was written by Kate Barclay Wilkinson and published in 1925. She was born in 1859 the north of England in Cheshire. In 1875, the Keswick Convention, an annual gathering of Christians focused on personal holiness that continues into today, was started in a nearby county. The movement would have a profound impact on her life. After she married a layman named Frederick Wilkinson, she moved to London and worked with young Christian girls for the rest of her life. She wrote this hymn as a catechism of sorts for these girls. The six stanzas were meant as an encouragement to meditate on the things of Christ every day of the week. 

 

Contemplating this hymn, Dr. Derek Thomas from RTS Jackson observed that “what Christians, like Kate Wilkinson, wanted more than anything else is to be consecrated, set apart for Christ. And I think in our world, where I think sometimes there is so much worldliness, even in worship and even in the language of worship, that this kind of hymn … there’s something almost alien about it. But it cannot but be argued that this is a New Testament emphasis to seek after holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord.”
